East Asia is currently in the spotlight. East Asia, once a remote border area of the global community is now
a key player in international dialogues and is a growth engine of the world. A new status has been given
to the public, private and nonprofit sectors of Asian countries including China, Japan and the Republic of
Korea; new roles and responsibilities have followed. Corporate executives, policy makers, professionals and
civil society actors in this region all need new reflections and actions.

Asia Future Forum is a dialogue platform to discuss those new reflections and actions among intellectuals
and the potential representatives of Asia. Asia Future Forum will suggest solutions and new ways of
thinking regarding the issues of East Asia.

Conversely, East Asian countries and corporations, with their relatively
short term experience of capitalism and relative lack of resources, have shown considerable growth and
stability during this period of recession.

We would like to find out what is the core essence of corporate competitiveness of East Asian enterprise.
Additionally, we will explore how East Asian enterprise must implement social responsibility to meet the
upgraded expectations of their newly elevated status, and how the relationships have evolved between
society and enterprise as well as state and corporations in East Asia. We will talk about possibilities and
challenges, such as whether these East Asian ways could contribute to the world economy and how to
achieve this goal.

We cordially invite you to the Asia Future Forum 2010, pursuing sustainable development and preparing the
future of corporations using the wisdom of Asian intellectuals.
